Honeybee populations are declining. This can be due to several factors, and it's finally starting to make
headlines. The loss of bee colonies has far-reaching consequences that go well beyond missing the honey
on your morning granola. About one third of our crops are pollinated by bees. Without these busy little
bugs, fresh fruit and vegetables will become far more expensive, and less available.

You don't have to keep a hive to have a healthy bee population around your home. Not all bees live in
large colonies — in fact, many species of bumblebees and honeybees live solitary lives. You can make
these loners feel at home in your garden by creating a little BB&B (bee bed and breakfast). Also, consider
alternatives to harmful pesticides.

Organic rock fertilizers and limestone release their nutrients slowly and are less likely to leach into
groundwater. White vinegar will kill weeds growing in pavement cracks and is safe for the environment.

Bees need a source of pollen to feel at home in your yard. Most flowering plants will provide pollen for your
bees, but bees are especially fond of flowers in the blue to purple range, as well as white and yellow
bouquets.

As research on what'’s happening to our bees continues to emerge, it's easy to feel powerless about fixing
the problem. By observing sound planting policies and a few easy green DIY tips, you can make your
garden an oasis for our pollinators, who currently need all the help they can get from us!

RAIN GARDENS

East Amwell's topography is rich in slopes, mountains and valleys. Many properties include wetlands or
conservation areas where water runs on its way to a stream or river. Water running off from your roof can
be encompassed in a rain garden. A great way to clean that water is to create a rain garden. Rain
Gardens are relatively easy to create and maintain.

Rain gardens are the perfect way to deal with impervious (non-draining) surfaces. Whenever rain falls in
the area, collecting water is captured in the garden. They provide a habitat for native pollinators while
beautifying the landscape in a way that actually has the potential to improve property values by making
perceived “eyesore” properties more attractive.

NJRC&D has been awarded two grants of $541,300 and $700,500 from the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection (NJDEP) to implement the Neshanic River Watershed and Musconetcong
Watershed Restoration. Plans over the next five years include the construction of storm water BMPs and
residential rain gardens that will achieve a reduction in bacteria and attain higher standards of water
quality. The target area for the Neshanic Watershed includes portions of East Amwell Township. Why not
consider applying for a free rain garden?

Monarch Butterflies

Each fall, hundreds of millions of monarch butterflies migrate from the United States and Canada to
overwintering areas in Mexico and California where they wait out the winter until conditions favor a return
flight in the spring. The monarch migration is truly one of the world's greatest natural wonders, yet it is
threatened by habitat loss in North America.

Milkweed and nectar sources are declining due to development and the widespread use of herbicides in
croplands, pastures and roadsides. To offset the loss of milkweed and nectar sources we need to create,
conserve, and protect milkweed/monarch habitats. Without a major effort to restore milkweeds to as many
locations as possible, the monarch population is certain to decline to extremely low levels. Our school's
Environmental Club would be happy to supply some Milkweed seeds to get you started! Look for them at
GreenFest.

By creating and maintaining a Monarch Waystation you are contributing to monarch conservation, an effort
that will help assure the preservation of the species and the continuation of the spectacular monarch

migration phenomenon. No effort is too small to have a positive impact. Visit Monarchwatch online for

Hopewell, NJ - February 5, 2015 - The Sourland Conservancy is creating an innovative program for local residents called Sourland Stewards. The program
brings materials and experiences to the doors of Sourland residents to help them explore ways to connect with nature as informed stewards.
