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Rain Gardens are a landscaped, shallow 

depression that captures, filters and infiltrates 

stormwater at the sourceðbefore it becomes 

runoff.  Rain gardens are typically filled with 

plants, native to the area, to increase habitat and 

reduce maintenance. 

Rain Gardens are a highly functional way to help 

promote better water quality, they are also 

gardens and should be an attractive part of your 

yard and neighborhood.

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North Jersey Resource Conservation and 

Development (NJ RC&D) received funding for 

rain garden projects from NJDEP Water 

Resource Management, Division of Water 

Monitoring and Standards, Bureau of 

Environmental Analysis, Restoration and 

Standards (BEARS) 319h grant. 

The 2012 Neshanic River Watershed Restoration 

Plan identifies opportunities for the 

implementation of stormwater best management 

practices (BMPs), and focuses on the 31 square 

mile upper part of the Neshanic River Watershed 

including Walnut Brook, First, Second, and Third 

Neshanic Rivers and the Neshanic River main 

branch immediately above the Back Brook 

confluence. The Neshanic River Watershed is 

located in Hunterdon County and includes parts 

of four municipalities: Delaware, East Amwell, 

Raritan Townships and Flemington Borough. 
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Other projects of the Neshanic Watershed Plan 

include hosting rain barrel workshops, installing 

residential and commercial rain gardens, 

retrofitting stormwater management facilities, 

installing bioretention systems to capture, treat 

and infiltrate stormwater at its source, retrofitting 

roadside ditches to reduce sediment load, 

installing conservation and riparian buffers, 

enhancing agricultural and livestock best 

practices, expanding agricultural cover crops, 

managing our portion of the agricultural mini-

grant program, and implementing a Quality 

Assurance Project Plan.
